NOW, THEREFCRE, in exercise of powers conferred under Section 32(2)(d) of National
Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005, read with Ministry of Home Affair’s Notification 8.0
934 (E) dated 24.04.2008, [, Bhopinder Singh, Lt. Governor (Administrator), Andaman & Nicobar
Islands hereby make the following rules for compliance of Section 19 of the said Act with
immediate effect namely:-

1. Short title, extent and commencement

(1) These rules may be called the Andaman & Nicobar Islands (Rural Employment Grievance
Redressal Mechanism) Rules, 2009.

(2) These rules shall extend to the whole of Andaman & Nicobar Islands.

(3) These rules shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Definitions
(1) in these rﬁles, unless the context otherwise requires:-
(a) ‘Act’ meant the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 (42 of 2005).
{t) ‘District Programime Coordinator’ means Deputy Commissioner of the concerned
District.
(c) ‘Programme Officer’ means the Block Development Qfﬁcer.

(d) ‘Section’ means a section of the Act.
{¢e) ‘State Level Officer’ means the Director of the Rural Development Department,
Andaman & Nicobar Administration.
{2) Words and expressions used in these rules and not defined but defined in the Act shall
have the meaning respectively assigned to them in the Act.
